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Don't Push the Panic Button
Som eone has sagely said, “T h ere’s never any 

panic in heaven .” U nfortunately, that can’t be 
said about earth.

And, honestly, there could  be som e cause for 
panic in the shape of things to come. W hen quizzed  
by her geography teacher about the shape of the 
earth, one little  girl said, “W ell, 1 d o n ’t know  lor 
sure, but my daddy says it’s in pretty bad shape.”

Every Christian must feel the m ounting pressures 
of evil in our age. T h e  daily newspaper, with its 
ceaseless recital o f crimes of vio lence and blood, 

the inhum anity ol man to m an,” does not g ive  
much com fort to those whose hearts incline to peace 
and righteousness.

And so many people in this day are ready to 
push the panic button .” T h ere is a widespread  

m ood of despair abroad in the earth, and fear in 
the hearts of men. 7  he irresistible and the im ­
m ovable seem headed for direct collision.

Som ething of this spirit even invades the Church. 
There are som e Christians w ho seem all but ready 
to push the panic button. T h ey  see (or usually, 
hear ol) things they d on ’t approve, and are sure 
the w hole program is headed for inevitable dis­
aster.

If ever a man had the right to “push the panic 
button, it was John of Patmos. Exiled to a lonely,
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rocky island in the Aegean, John was facing what 
threatened to be the end of C hristianity. For thirty- 
four years the Church had enjoyed the protection  
of the R om an Em pire. In a . d . 64, m ad N ero  
changed all that. C harging the Christians with  
gu ilt for the lire that alm ost destroyed the city o f  
Rom e, he launched a b lood bath o f persecution  
that lasted, o il  and on, for over two hundred and  
fifty years.

A nd there were problem s in the Church. W hat­
ever the prophetic m eaning of the messages to the 
seven churches in R evelation  two and three, and  
there und oub ted ly  is one, we m ust not forget that 
these were churches o f the then and there— with  
all the problem s revealed: loss o f the first love 
in Ephesus, professionalism  in Pergamos, open  sin­
fulness in T hyatira, carelessness in Sardis, and  
paralyzing lukewarm ness in  Laodicea.

H ere, if  ever, was cause for dolefu l alarms, for 
busy agitation, for fretful concern. B ut John “was 
in the Spirit on the L ord’s day” (R evelation  1:10), 
and Christ appeared to him  w ith  a revelation  
w hich has been G od’s book for crisis tim es from  
that day to this.

Som eone has noted that in  tim es o f peace and  
prosperity the Book o f R evelation  has few  readers. 
But when the great crises of history arise, w hen evil 
runs ram pant in the earth and disaster threatens 
the Church, then we turn to R evelation  and learn 
that our m ighty G od shall have the last word. “For 
the m essage o f John  the Seer is that, through all 
this horror o f  evil, G od is w orking ou t H is great 
purpose o f judgm ent and redem ption, and the 
cause ol G od ’s fa ith fu l peop le w ill n ot be suffered  
to fail in the w orld” (A. M. H u n te r ) .

T h a t there are d ifferent interpretations o f the d e­
tails o f R evelation  goes w ithou t saying. B ut this 
m uch is com pletely sure: no earthly or satanic 
power w ill ever be able to destroy the Church b u ilt  
by the Lord Jesus Christ through H is Spirit in  this 
earth. C onfronted by u ltim ate ev il and shaken to 
its foundations by the w inds o f  crisis though it m ay 
be, yet “the gates of hell shall n ot prevail against 
it” (M atthew  16:18).

So le t’s not push the panic button . G et in the 
Spirit on  the Lord’s day, and let your soul be re­
assured in the vision  o f Christ, w ho has “the keys 
o f hell and o f d eath” (R evelation  1 :18). “T h ere’s 
never any panic in  heaven .”

H e a lso  tau gh t us that if  m en  
are to liv e  h a rm o n io u sly  in  th is  w orld  
they m ust lea rn  to l iv e  accord in g  to God's 
term s. “S eek  y e  f ir st th e k in gd om  of God, 
and h is r igh teou sn ess; and a ll these  
th ings sh a ll be added u n to  y o u ” (M at­
thew  6:33). H e sh ow ed  th a t th e ty ra n n y  
of th in gs coirid b ecom e d ev a sta tin g  and  
p erverting. H is q u ie t  assu ran ce , “Y our  
h eaven ly  F ath er k n o w eth  that y e  h a v e  
need of a ll th ese  th in g s ,” is  a c tu a lly  a 
clue to H is ow n  p eace. E ven  in  the in n e r  
exp eriences of re lig io n — su ch  as p rayer  
—H e taugh t H is d isc ip le s  to p ray to their  
H eaven ly  F a th er in  secret, for n o th in g  
but sin cer ity  cou ld  fa ce  H is p en etra tin g

gaze. A n y  other pose to w in  ap proval of 
m an becom es a show .

T he v ery  w ork  that a m an does m ust, 
in  its u ltim a te  m ea n in g  and purpose, be 
rev iew ed  by the ey e s  of God a lon e. T em ­
porary  su ccess m ay ev e n  m ake a m an  
lo se  h is sen se  of tru e va lu es. K ep ler  
w rote c h a lle n g in g  w ords w ith  k een  p er­
sp ective: “H ere I cast th e d ie, and w rite  
a book to read, w h eth er  by con tem p o­
raries or p osterity , I care not. I can  w ait 
for readers th ou san d s of y ea r s .”

F or P a u l, th e ju d gm en t of m an  is on ly  
a re la tiv e  ju d gm en t. The on e ab solute, 
and th erefo re  re liab le , ju d gm en t is G od’s. 
P a u l said , “B u t w ith  m e it is a very  sm all 
th in g  that I sh ou ld  b e ju d ged  o f you , or 
of m a n ’s judgm ent: . . . but h e that judg- 
eth  m e is th e  L ord ” (I C orin th ian s 4:3-4).

J esu s  probed m an's ch ie f m alady as an  
in n er  on e. H e p oin ted  out, “H ow  can ye  
b elie v e , w h ich  re ce iv e  g lory  on e of a n ­
other, and th e g lory  that com eth  from  
o n ly  God y e  seek  n ot?” (Joh n  5:44, G r.) 
H ere a g a in  is  th e k ey  to H is ow n  u n ­
broken se re n ity — a fa ith  in  the u ltim ate  
triu m p h  of G od’s w ill,  and a p ersonal 
com m itm en t to that w ill  and purpose.

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ETHICS 
must be 
HOLY, also

THE A T T E M P T  to translate holiness, w ith its 
overtones of perfection and sacredness, in to prac­
tical living is sure to engage the critical attention  
of those who measure the Christian s integrity by 
his ethical behavior. On that account, whoever 
professes the experience ol sanctification  m ust 
strive to bring his ethics in lin e  w ith  liis declared  
piety.

The believer w ho obtains and professes this 
blessed experience m ust live under the sifting and  
hairsplitting judgm ent of m any w ho are prone to 
condemn nearly every act because ol their set 
dislike of holiness. T h is  unfair partiality puts the  
sanctified believer at a serious disadvantage, for he 
is tried, condem ned, and sentenced before lie reach­
es court. T he devout man o f G od assumes this 
handicap gracefully and does his best to overcom e 
it by greater watchfulness. H e w ill make any sacri­
fice, yield his cloak, and go the extra m ile rather 
than provoke an excuse for criticism .

Inasmuch as hum an lim itations prevent the per­
fect walk before God and m an, a fair person w ill 
not expect flawless behavior. And, in  nearly all 
instances, God’s faithful people can pass inspection. 
In the minds of reasonable m en, piety is not d iv in i­
ty; it is rather a Christian’s hum ble best, a life  
lived in accordance w ith hum an good w ill com ­
bined with admitted hum an im perfections. So, 
even though the scoffer cries, “Pharisee, hypocrite, 
holier than thou,” the sanctified “bear the cross, 
endure the pain,” and pray, “Increase my courage, 
Lord.” Part of that cross is m isunderstanding and 
the cruel tendency to blam e w ithout just reason.

For all that, the high-principled follow er of Jesus 
Christ will not use slanted criticism  as a loophole, 
lamenting weakly, “W hat’s the use? You can’t 
please everybody.” God knows the way he m ust 
take, and the promise, “My presence shall go with  
you,” cannot fail. It is this assurance that makes 
unjust bitterness and verbal abuse bearable.

Because the truth of holiness is gauged in part,

large or sm all, by the shortcom ings, im periections, 
and m ediocrity o l the hum an witnesses w ho alone 
must present it to the judgm ent of their fellows, 
the case for ethics takes on staggering proportions. 
Yet there is no escape; holiness and ethics are in ­
herently and socially joined. Unless his ethics war­
rant it, a profession ol holiness gains lor the herald  
only the haughty scorn of his spectators. W hether 
we like it or not, the Christian rare is run in the 
arena o f tim e and space under the alm ost constant 
scrutiny of friend and foe. Most observers are 
“looking at your walk, not listening to your talk.” 
H igh profession tied  to low  practice w ill w ipe out 
the last vestige of faith, and the ethical cause for 
holiness collapses.

W hether eth ical failure is occasioned by lack ol 
grace or want of proper d iscipline is the question  
w aiting to be answered now. T hat d ivine grace is 
adequate for the ethical test can hardly be ques­
tioned. Grace, unm erited favor, can and does justi­
fy the saint in G od’s sight, but it does not render 
him  celestially im m une to hum an mistake. T h e  
C hristian’s heart aspires to the im mortal peaks of 
righteousness, but his body plods along the crea- 
turely road. T h ere is respite for m ind and soul 
along the spiritual M ilky W ay, but there is no 
release for body from the yoke o f brute matter.

T h e  easy way of w ithdraw al in to  a monastery 01 
nunnery is not the solution. Some holiness people 
have confused separation with isolation, but God

says, " L c l  your light so shine before m en, that they 
may see your good works, and glorify your Father 
which is in heaven” (M atthew 5:16) ■ T h e  “bushel” 
may afford som e consolation to vacillating in d i­
viduals, mere separatists, but there is “candlestick” 
grace for those w ho w ill “to do the w ill o f the 
Father.”

T h e  only im peachable acts from the standpoint 
of ethics fall in the area of self-discipline. H ow  to 
adjust hum an infirm ity, lim itation, and w ant to the 
im peccability o f holiness, how to harm onize the 
fair, the passable, the p retiyw ell with the u n ob ­
jectionable and w ell-enough is the C hristian s con ­
cern. W hat can we say about the “not bad,” the 
“all things considered," and the “only better than 
n oth ing” last-s of behavior? H ow shoddy, how  
inept, how  uncouth  can a professor of Christlike- 
ness get before he must forfeit all claim  to ethics? 
H is attem pt w ill be regarded tolerantly by his 
brethren, but critically by others. H ere man wins 
or loses the “cold war” of eth ical nerves and in flu ­
ence. H ence, means dem and that the norm  be 
elastic, flexib le, on the hum anitarian level.

O n  that 
account, defective e t h i c s  tends to d iscount ex p e r i­
ence. T h erefo re ,  doctrine, confidence, and eventual 
harvest test squarely 011 the sandy o r  rock fo u n d a ­
tion of ethical behavior.

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When a successful soul 
winner lets us in on his se­
cret, it pays to listen. How 
did Paul do it? Hear his an­
swer, “I made myself serv­
ant unto all, that I might 
gain the more. . . .  I am 
made all things to all men, 
that I might by all means 
save some” (I Corinthians 
9:19-22).

If Paul were the pastor of 
your church would he plan 
a vacation Bible school for 
this summer? As a “serv­
ant of all,” he would have 
a B i b l e  school in 1961.
Among his “all means” he 
would include the V.B.S.

The apostle’s secret of 
evangelism “by all means,” 
was used in 2,533 Nazarene 
churches last year. Was 
your church one that fol­
lowed Paul’s secret for suc­
cessful soul winning?

“By all means” is sound 
evangelistic program. Is the 
vacation B i b l e  school a 
sound application of the 
principle? In 1960 Naza­
rene vacation Bible schools 
reached nearly 34,000 pu­
pils f r o m  unchurched 
homes. A Michigan pastor 
reports, “We contacted at 
least two families who have made known 
their desire to become permanently in 
touch with our church by regular attend­
ance.” That can happen in your com­
munity if you hold a vacation Bible 
school in 1961.

Is one hour a week enough time to 
teach the Christian faith to your chil-

dren? The apostle’s “by all 
means” calls for more time 
when more is available. 
Sunday school gives fifty- 
two hours a year. Vacation 
Bible school increases that 
time by 50 per cent.

Paul’s passion was “by 
all means save some.” Va­
cation Bible schools are be­
ing used to win pupils to 
Christ. One out of every 
five pupils who attended 
last year was converted at a 
V.B.S. altar. Nearly 37,000 
boys and girls were won to 
Christ during s u m m e r  
months.

Ohio reports: “Children 
from seven new families in 
the community. . . .  At least 
fifteen of the twenty-two 
children at the altar for the 
first time.”

From Idaho we hear: 
“New contacts made for the 
Sunday school. Boys and 
girls praying through at the 
altar. Eight united with the 
church.” F r o m  Illinois 
comes the glad word, “The 
Lord came in a very won­
derful way during Thurs­
day’s c l a s s  session. The 
junior high class went to 
prayer. Five were definite­

ly helped. It spread through the whole 
school.”

It can be done. North, south, east, and 
west, let us give ourselves to the task of 
winning others to Christ. Let us put 
evangelism first this summer. Let us win 
boys and girls through a vacation Bible 
school in every church.

It reads: " T o  deliver  
such a u  one  u n to  Satan for th e  d e ­
struc tion  of the  llesh. th a t  th e  Spiri t  
may be saved in th e  dav of the  L ord  
Jesus .” T h e  con tex t  is entire ly  clear.
T h e  “flesh" in q ues t ion  is the  no to r ious  
s inne r  in the  C o r in th ia n  chu rch  whose 
sin of incest h ad  b r o u g h t  sh a m e  to th e  
whole congregat ion .  Paul speaks of a 
power ol tem pora l  jud g m en t  possessed 
In the  Aposto lic C h u rc h  (as is seen in 
Vets : I -1 f > an d  13:8-11) w here in  s tu b  

a o n e  w o u l d  he  b r o u g h t  u n d e r  severe 
phvsiia t  disease an d  suffering  iu o rd e r  
that  he  might be b rought  a ro u n d  to re 
pentance .  Ydam Clarke  states: “ No 
such power as this rem ains  iu the  C h u rc h  
of G od: n one  shou ld  be assumed: the  
p re tensions  to it are  as wicked  as they 
are  vain."

As to the  e rad ica t ion  of sin in en t i r e  
sanctificat ion, von have evidently  co m ­
pletely m isunders tood .

he need not sin. Holiness m akes possible 
what r eg en e ra t io n  dem an d s :  “ W e  know 
that  whosoever is b o rn  of  G o d  s inne th  
no t :  b u t  he  t h a t  is bego t ten  of  God 
keepeth  h imself , a n d  th a t  wicked one 
to u ch e lh  h im  n o t"  (T J o h n  5 :18) .

WHEN I W AS A BOY in the mountains of eastern Tennessee—not far from 
the J. B. Chapman log memorial church—we lived in a somewhat primitive 
community. We carried water from the well to the house; we chopped our 
firewood; and we had to have our corn ground into meal.

There were two grist mills in the neighborhood. One was west of us,
down by the river, and was run by a water wheel; Mr. Y------was the owner
and operator of it. The mill building was rather large and stood out over 
the river. It was a lovely scene, the kind that inspires poets. One could just 
feast on the grand landscape from a portal’s viewpoint in the mill.

When the river was up and furnished power, Mr. Y could grind meal 
for the farmers all day long without one iota of operating expense. Then, 
too, the running of the mill was very quiet and serene, no engine exhaust 
shattering the peaceful stillness of a river valley.

Mr. J------owned the other mill, some distance to the east of us. His mill
was powered by a gasoline engine, and was housed in a simple and unpre­
tentious small building. His double-piston gas engine often broke the silent 
surroundings with its barking and clattering. Yet, Mr. J got most of the 
corn-grinding business.

The reason was easy to understand. Mr. Y could grind the corn at high 
flow of the river, which was only occasional. The trouble was, people in the 
locality had needs which did not arise occasionally, but regularly. They ate 
three times a day, every day, and the re g u la r  need was apparent. Mr. J 
could grind your corn any time, because the source of his power was always 
at hand—gasoline always filled the fuel tank of his engine.

The regular business of tithing one’s income is like that in meeting the 
financial obligations of the kingdom of God. There are those Christians 
who like to give when the tide of rejoicing is high, when they feel like 
giving. They are good folks and boast of liberty, and not bound to the law, 
etc., etc. The church needs these people and appreciates their spiritual and 
temporal contributions.

But there are times when the river doesn’t run high enough. There just 
isn’t enough spiritual refreshing to get everyone into an affable financial 
mood. However, the needs arrive at regular intervals. Come sunshine or 
rain, come summer flowers and beautiful landscapes or wintry blasts and 
barren trees, the church’s bills seem to arrive on time. In such times we are 
forced to rely on Mr. J ’s gasoline engine.

The regular and systematic system of tithing may not be so spectacular 
and exhilarating. It may be an unpretentious, down-to-earth, practical man­
ner of supporting the Kingdom. But it gets the job done regula r l y ,  and on 
time. Let’s be gasoline-engine millers, and get the corn ground e v e r y  t ime!
