This past Monday

_evening, three students gathered

in Feltar lecture hall with Ken
Finkbeiner and Dr. Ken Hills to
discuss the new task force charged
with revising the school’s master
plan. The last time the master plan
was revised was in 1986, more than
ten years ago.

“The Fine Arts Center
and the new freshman dorm are
the first major construction done
since the early 70’s,” says Ken
Hills, Vice-President of Student
Development. The master plan,
not having being updated in a de-
cade, may be out of date, resulting
in the recent appointment of the
task force.

The forum, despite it’s
low attendance, went through the
past history of NNC’s building
projects and construction, dis-
cussed the original master plan’s

origins, and the construction and
destruction plans for the next few
years.

The Kirkeide apartments
are the most recent addition to the
NNC campus, with everything
else pre-dating it by at least 25

years. The last three building built,

Corlette, the Olson apartments and
the gym were completed in 1971.
“The problem with old
buildings is that you have to bring
them up to code,” says Hill. The
expense and trouble of remodel-
ing older buildings is prompting

much of the school’s current con-
struction. Hill surmised that it would
cost around $30,000 jut to remove
the asbestos which would be the first
step in keeping Chapman habitable.
“I anticipate that we will
take Chapman down,” said Hills.
The current master plan has
Chapman being replaced by an
extension to the gym parking lot.
Other projects that are
anticipated in the near future in-
clude the reroute of Amity street
(scheduled to be completed this
fall), the removal of the actual streets
of Amity and Holly to be replaced
with grass and trees, along with the
completion of the fine arts center
and the new freshman dorm.
Ideas on the drawing

board, but far from construction (or
blueprints, for that matter) include
anew student center/administration
building and the remodelling of the
science building.

Upon hearing this I just
had to take the class: History and
Manual of the Church of the Naza-
rene. Not to my surprise, Profes-
sor Ponsford was right: Nazarene
history is pretty cool. Ialsolearned
that the Nazarene church came
about, at least in no small measure,
because of the revivals of the 19th
century.

Not only was salvation and
rededication a part of revivalism,
but revivals were always arevival
toward social concerns. Abolition-
ism, concern for the poor, women’s
rights and many other things were
some of these social concemns. That
women attend Northwest Naza-
rene College is, in no small part, a
result of Christian concerns of the
last century.

That women’s rights are
now nearly dead in the church is
no small irony (but that is a discus-
sion for another day). In any case
the social concerns seem to have
completely dropped out of the pic-
ture of the contemporary idea of
revival.

In arecent conversation I
had with Chaplain Gene Schandorff
(a very cool conversation, I might
add) he stated that he would be
open to broader uses for the word
“revival.” Thus far it would seem
that many of the recent happenings
on campus would fall under some
idea of revival. The question on

ticipants in, and

An easy statement that can
be made, by the participants to the
spectators, would be that the spec-
tators must somehow be less spiri-
tual than “we,” the participants. Con-
versely, the spectators can also

The dan-
ger is to say that all people need to
have a specific type of religious ex-
perience that is evidenced by oth-
ers. Some people justdon’t have
emotional or charismatic experi-
ences.

Unless one has the Calvin-
istic idea that people are predes-
tined from eternity to either salva-
tion or damnation, restricting God’s
work so drastically is just plain
wrong. Some people think that we
need more “‘revivals” on campus.

Gene Schandorff said
something to me that is worth quot-
ing here, “What has happened last
week (the “revival”’) is not a sign that
we are moving toward spiritual
health, but it shows that we are a
spiritually healthy community.”

Do we need more reviv-
als? I'think that is better left to God;
in any case, we cannot live on the
mountaintop all of the time. Most of
the work that we, as Christians, have
todois in the valleys anyway.

Sure, psychology would

indicate that emotionally charged
~conversions are less stable over ||

time, but that doesn’t make them
wrong. The end result that I think
we all would like to see is that no
matter how one “converts,” the im-
portant thing is if one is headed in
the right direction.

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Separatist group at war with Texas

Fort Davis, TExAs -- A militant separat-
ist group released its two neighbor hos-
tages early Monday after holding them
for 12 hours as a retaliation to the arrest
of two of its members from the Republic
of Texas separatist group.

The group’s leader, Richard
McLaren, has been wanted since De-
cember on charges of avoiding a fed-
eral contempt citation. The group be-
lieves that Texas should be an indepen-
dent nation.

The hostages were taken after
the arrest of the group’s so-called chief
of security, Bob Sheidt, early Sunday.
McLaren was against the arrest and
calledita “kidnapping.” He claimed that
taking Joe Rowe and his wife, M.A.
Rowe, was aretaliation to the arrest.

The armed separatists broke
into the Rowes’ home about noon Sun-
day, firing gunshots. During the break-
in, Rowe was injured from framents of

From his headquarters about 15
miles away from the stand-off sight,
McLaren stated, “They’re in Mr. Rowe’s
house and being well taken care of.” Re-
public leaders said that the two hostages
would be released if Scheidt and another
Republic member, recently arrested on
contempt charges, were freed. The
leaders also threatened violence if their
nearby headquarters was attacked.

Since the stand-off began, 13
state troopers, two Texas Rangers and
the entire Jeff Davis County sheriff’s
department have surrounded the Rowes’
house. Soon after, FBI agents joined
the scene as well.

McLaren claimed that the ar-
rest of Jo Ann Canady Turner was
equivalent to a declaration of war.

McLaren went into the stand-
off equipped with computers, fax ma-
chines, guns and 20 followers, and ex-
iled himself in a former firechouse. He
and his followers renounced their U.S.
citizenship and tried to lay claim to tril-
lions of dollars in state assets as well.

The group maintains that the
annexation of Texas as a state in 1845
was illegal, Texas should remain an in-

dependent nation, and that

the group’s leaders consti-

Terrorism strikes Russian Railway

President Yeltsin urges for decisive security measures while on vacation on the Black Sea

Moscow, Russia -- After an explosion at a rail-
way station, one person was killed and 17 others
were wounded Monday, which is the second rail-
way explosion in a week.

Chechen rebels, who took responsibil-
ity for an earlier station bombing, are suspected
in the attack.

In the recent blast, the train station in
Pyatigorsk, a resort in Russia’s Northern
Caucasus, sustained heavy damages.

Earlier reports claimed that four of the
17 wounded were injured seriously.

Two suspects, noted to be women, ac-

cording to Interfax, were held on suspicion of
planting the bomb.

“There are signs of possible involvement
of Chechen terrorists,” according to V.
Horuzhnevo, a public affairs official for the FSB.

There has been a group of anti-terrorist
FSB agents who have been dispatched to the
bombing site.

President Boris Yeltsin was quick to

show his disgust in the bombing by saying he -

was “extremely concerned by the terrorist act in
Pyatigorsk.” At the time of the bombing, Yeltsin
was vacationing in Sochi on the Black Sea and
urged security forces to take decisive steps to
combat terrorism, and called in Interior Minister
Anatoly Kulikov and other officials to meet with
him in the next few days.

This attack followed an incident last

Wednesday in which a bomb disguised as a piece
of luggage exploded in the waiting room of the
southern Armavir railway staion, which killed two
and wounded eight more.

Through composite portraits and issued
descriptions, Police believe that they were look-
ing for three men suspected of involvement in
the bombing.

A Chechen rebel, Salman Raduyev,
came forward and took responsibility for that

‘bombing, which he called “the beginning of a

series of spot strikes throughout Russia, espe-
cially at railway stations and military facilities.”

The attacks apparently marked the first
anniversary of the death of Chechen separatist
leader Dzhokhar Dudayev, killed by Russian
forces in April 1996.
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Zaire tom as rebels search for refugees

KINSHASA, ZAIRE -- International leaders are infuri-
ated as rebel leader Laurent Kabila continues to march
his troops to the Zairian capital after setting a sixty day
ultimatum to remove all Rwandan refugees from the
country.

The countdown, set to begin on May 1, comes
at a time when fresh rumors of refugee deaths begin to
pour in. The rebels have promised that international
officials will be granted full access to search for the
tens of thousands of refugees that have been declared
missing from camps in eastern Zaire early last week.

The UN has declared the deadline impos-
sible as there is currently no way for the refugees to
be gathered and cared for without the help of the
rebels. There is no definite action yet posed if the
refugees are not moved by the end of the deadline.

“We do not yet know how many lives have
been lost through exhaustion, war or outright killing,”
said Sadako Ogata, UN High Commissioner for Refu-
gees, in a prepared statement to the council. “There’s
no doubt the 60- day deadline ... presents a daunting

Richardson was to meet with Zairian Presi-
dent Mobutu Sese Seko in Kinshasa and then with
Kabila in Lubumbashi, Zaire’s second largest city, on
Tuesday.

Kabila has been in the eastern city of Goma
to quell talk of how the rebels will be disbanded and
their fate if they should come to lose an altercation.
While there, he said that he hopes that Mobutu would
choose to remove himself from Zairian politics, but
that the refugees could use force to remove him from
office.

While all of these talks have gone on, the
refugee camp of Bairo was found to have been deci-
mated by the rebels. Rebels who were too sick to
flee in a mass exodus now fester in the sun as those
who fled return to find the bodies. Kabila insists that
his troops had nothing to do with the raid, but just
days before his forces invaded a pediatric hospital
and left with over 50 babies.

The two leaders have agreed to meet, buta
neutral venue is yet to be found. Kabila has sug-
gested Zambia or South Africa, but Mobutu, who is
backsliding after prostate cancer surgery in August
wishes for a closer area. Gabon has offered to hold
the talks.
